Grassroots Internship Program

Since its launch in 2004, over 300 high school
students throughout New Jersey and New York
have joined our annual high school internship
program. Our program is open to high school
students of all backgrounds that are interested in
contributing to our community’s civic
empowerment.

Our program is specifically devoted to developing
all the inherent skills of our interns as they go out
and experience firsthand what it takes to help
and support the community. Interns are trained
to be leaders, learn to engage with other local
community leaders, identify community issues
and brainstorm resolutions, receive advice on
their career aspirations and professionalism, all
while developing their own cultural and social
identity as community leaders.

By working on our various projects, our Interns
learn how to engage with the world around them
while gaining the tools for effective organic
community building. By building up the
community around them, Interns gain not just a
sense of belonging, but also of ownership and
responsibility.

College / Legal Internship

KACE offers internship opportunities for college
students, young adults, and current law students.
This internship program is very different from the
Grassroots Internship Program meant for high
school students. College student and young adult
interns assist with a variety of our work, while
legal interns assist us with legal research and help
facilitate our legal clinics.
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Voter Registration Drives
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Ever since its establishment, KACE helped
register over 55,000 voters to bring their voices
and their votes to the polls. Among our top
priorities is to reach an 80% registration rate
and 80% turnout rate of voters within our
communities.

To ensure the voting rights of Korean American
voters, KACE hosts voter registration drives and
“Get Out the Vote” campaigns at various
community events throughout the year,
distributing important information to help make
informed choices at the polls.

Over the course of the Summer of 2025, our
high school interns conducted 6 Voter
Registration Drives in New York and assisted 48
people in New York, and conducted 6 Voter
Registration Drives in New Jersey and assisted 5
people in New Jersey to register to vote.

Small Business Owner Survey
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This summer, KACE conducted a survey to
examine the needs, and challenges of Korean
American business owners, with particular
attention to legal issues like the ‘-9 employment
verification form.” Open from July 10 to August 1,
the survey featured 37 multiple-choice questions
and was offered both on paper and online.

KACE college research interns Eileen Lee and
Han-ah Kang, both second-generation Korean
Americans, visited around 400 Korean-owned
small businesses in New York and New Jersey,
meeting owners and gaining firsthand insight
into the challenges they face.

A total of 103 business owners completed the
survey, providing insights. The data, analyzed
under Professor Yoonju Nam’s guidance, will be
shared with the community.

The KACE community research team is composed of
eminent scholars in the United States, including Prof.
Yunju Nam of the State University of New York, Prof.
Ki Seonmi Kim of the City University of New York, Dr.
Cheongse Jeong of Binghamton University, and Dr.
Eunjung Lee of AARIN.

With a research grant from the Sociological Initiatives
Foundation, a research support organization
specializing in social sciences, our research team
analyzes voter data alongside other studies to help us
understand the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic
and the rapid increase of anti-Asian hate crimes, the
economic impact of the pandemic on small business
owners, survey opinions on the strategies of pan-
Asian  solidarity and alliance with  diverse
communities, and assess sociological theories with
real world data in light of the complexity of
intersecting identities present within the Korean
American diaspora.
